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Entrance Examination Now Implemented for 2009-2010 and Future Admissions 
Thank you for your interest in the Associate Degree Nursing/Practical Nursing program(s) at the Sampson Community College. Please be 

advised that the Nursing programs now require an entrance examination as part of consideration for admission. We are pleased to an-

nounce that applicants will complete the Nursing Entrance Test (NET) from Educational Resources, Inc.  Note that the entrance examina-

tion will not take the place of any other admission criteria in the selection process; rather, the entrance examination is an additional require-

ment that we feel will enhance our selection process. Evidence of successful completion of ALL prerequisite courses with a grade of òCó or 

better. Prerequisite courses are high school or college Chemistry and Biology with respective labs and Algebra. Official transcripts must be on 

file in the Admissions office before your scheduled NET Testing Date. 

 

Applicants for fall admission must complete the NET test by March 15, 2010. Those who fail to complete the examination by the appro-

priate deadline will not be considered for admission.

The examination is administered by Sampson Community College and payment is due prior to testing. The examination cost is $28.00. 

This fee is non-refundable and non-transferable. In order to schedule the NET, you must first complete the attached form , take it to the 

Business Office and receive a receipt for payment.  Then you must submit that receipt of payment to the Admissions Office to register for 

one the scheduled NET dates. Registration for or scheduling of the NET must be done in person (not by phone or by mail). Students will not be 

allowed to take the nurse entrance exam without showing proof of payment.

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What Is Considered A Disability?

For post-secondary institutions, under Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 and the Americans with Disabilities 

Act, a person with a disability is considered to be someone: 

With a physical or mental impairment which substantially limits one or more major life activities; 

With  a record of such a disability; 

Is regarded as having such. 

Some examples of impairments that can have a substantial impact on a major life function are, but not limited to the fol-

lowing: 

Blindness/visual impairment 

Cerebral palsy 

Deafness/hearing impairment 

Epilepsy or seizure disorder 

Orthopedic/mobility impairment 

Specific learning disabilities 

Speech and language disorder 

Spinal cord injury 

Systemic Medical Conditions 

Tourettôs syndrome 

Traumatic brain injury 

In addition, Section 504 protects students with chronic or treatable illnesses such as, but, not limited to: 

AIDS 

Arthritis 

Cancer 

Cardiac disease 

Diabetes 

Multiple sclerosis 

Muscular dystrophy 

Psychiatric disabilities

It's Time to Reapply for Financial Aid!!  
As soon as the 2009 Federal Tax Return(s) are completed, students must go online at www.fafsa.ed.gov and complete the 2010 -

2011 FAFSA .  It is best for this application to be completed by March 15 to be considered for additional state assistance.  

1.  Sampson Community College will require all students to have their 2010 -2011 FAFSA completed by June 1, 2010.   

2.  If the SCC Financial Aid Office requests additional documentation to complete the student's financial aid file, the 

deadline to submit this information will be July 15, 2010.   

3.  Students that do not adhere to these deadlines will be required to pay their registration expenses when preregis-

tering/registering for the 2010 Fall Semester.   

**Students that do not apply for financial aid by June 1 will be required to pay their expenses.  It is important that 

these deadlines be met in order for the SCC Financial Aid Office to determine eligibility and finalize awards before 

registering for classes.

The Grant Aid 

Award is just one of the many services Student Support 

Services (TRiO) provides to the program participants. 

Other services include: academic counseling, Financial 

Aid, and Transfer information/assistance, peer tutoring, 

peer mentoring, and exposure to cultural events.

The complete set is $25.00:  cur-

riculum and GED students will purchase 

this.  If students need to purchase items 

separately, prices are as follows:  cap $4.00, 

gown $16.00, and tassel $7.00.  For curricu-

lum students diploma/degree (which in-

cludes insert and cover) are $18.00, GED 

students will pay for the cover only, which
