Entrance Examination Now Implemented for 2009-2010 and Future Admissions

Thank you for your interest in the Associate Degree Nursing/Practical Nursing program(s) at the Sampson Community College. Please be

advised that the Nursing programs now require an entrance examination as part of consideration for admission. We are pleased to an-

nounce that applicants will complete the Nursing Entrance Test (NET) from Educational Resources, Inc. Note that the entrance examina-

tion will nottake the place of any other admission criteria in the selection process; rather, the entrance examination is an additionalrequire-

ment that we feel will enhance our selection process. Evidence of successful completionof ALLpr er equi site courses Wwif
better. Prerequisite courses are high school or college Chemistry and Biology with respective labs and AQ#figtal transcripts must be on

file in the Admissions office before your scheduled NET Testing Date.

Applicants for fall admission must complete the NET test by March 15, 2010. Those who fail to complete the examination by the appro-
priate deadline will not be considered for admission.

The examination is administered by Sampson Community College and payment is due prior to testing. The examination cost is $28.00.

This fee is non-refundable and non-transferable. In order to schedule the NET, you must first complete the attached form, take it to the

Business Office and receive a receipt for payment. Then you must submit that receipt of payment to the Admissions Office to register for

one the scheduled NET dates. Registration for or scheduling of the NET must be done in person (not by phone or by mail). Students will not b
allowed to take the nurse entrance exam without showing proof of payment.

What About Documentation?

Documentation of disabilities is necessary in evaluating requests for reasonable accommodations and/or
auxiliary aids. Students with specific learning disabilities must provide psychological testing reports to
receive services. Depending upon the disability, proper documentation or a signed consent form must be
provided which includes the following six elements:

« A diagnostic statement identifying the disability, date of the most current diagnostic evaluation,

and the date of the original diagnosis;

e A description of the diagnostic tests, methods, and/or criteria used;

o A description of the current functional impact of the disability which includes specific test results

and the examinero6s narrative interpretatid

o Treatment, medications, and/or assistive devices/services currently prescribed or in use;

o A description of the expected progression or stability of the impact of the disability over time,

particularly the next few years;

o The credentials of the diagnosing professionals if not clear from the letterhead or other forms.
Also, recommendations for accommodations, adaptive devices, assistive services, compensatory strate-
gies and/or collateral support services are considered. All documentation is considered confidential and
does not become a part of the studentsd acade

SUMMER PELL GRANT INFORMATIOI‘II

Students planning to attend SCC during the Summer Semester
may be eligible for Pell Grant funds.
Read below carefully:

1. Must be enrolled ONLY in required classes for curriculum.
Students must have a complete 2009-10 FAFSA on file in the
SCC Financial Aid Office.

3. __Must complete Summer Pell Grant Application - Dead-
line: April 1, 2010.

4. State funds (NCCCG, NCELS, NCSIG, etc.) are not available
during the Summer Semester.

5. Students will be notified in the mail of eligibility.

6. Students that do not have enough financial aid funds to cover
registration expenses are required to pay the balance owed
before attending class(es).

7. Summer Pell Grant Applications are available in Student Ser-
vices. Students also can access the application via their Gmail
account. (Contact Mr. Gravis or Ms. Hayes for Gmail assis-
tance.)

It's Time to Reapply for Financial Aid!!

As soon as the 2009 Federal Tax Return(s) are completed
students must go online at www.fafsa.ed.gov and complete
the 2010 -2011 FAFSA . Itis best for this application to be
completed by March 15 to be considered for additional state
assistance.
1. Sampson Community College will require all stu-
dents to have their 2010  -2011 FAFSA completed by
June 1, 2010.
2. Ifthe SCC Financial Aid Office requests additional
documentation to complete the student's financial
aid file, the deadline to submit this information will
be July 15, 2010.
3. Students that do not adhere to these deadlines will
be required to pay their registration expenses
when preregistering/registering for the 2010 Fall
Semester.
**Students that do not apply for financial aid by June 1

will be required to pay their expenses. It is important

that these deadlines be met in order for the SCC Finan-

cial Aid Office to determine eligibility and finalize
awards before registering for classes.
